Guide lines of making video report


1) Plan before making video report

1-1) What are you going to make video?


Decide what you want to show in your video. Identifying your own target 

is very 
important at this level, answer these questions:


1-2) Is this a marketing report?


1-3) Is this an introduction report?


1-4) Who are your audiences? public or expert people, politicians, decision 

makers, …


- Specify approximate length of the video 


- Write down what general items you are going to include

2) Content management


2-1) Prepare contents and raw videos based on what mentioned in (1-4). Prepare 
technical words and technical complexity, considering you audiences’ knowledge.

2-2) Always make a back up of your raw and original video files.
3) Technical issues


3-1) be prepared with professional tools to


- convert video types (.flv,.mp4,.avi, …) there are lots of  free softwares.

- record from your desktop like Camtasia Studio.


- cut and merge videos.


3-2) control environment sound


3-3) be creative, think about relation of different scenes, use a little bit humor to 
attract 
audiences

3-4) Try to avoid writing complex technical term in you report. If it is necessary, 
just mention it.


3-5) If possible use female voice for reporting. If a female with effective voice is 
not accessible, you can use voice converting softwares.

* Length of 5 minutes is normal
* Writings should fly with normal speed 
* Similar structure as a paper
